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Abstract
After almost five centuries of coexistence under Ottoman Empire the arrival of 19th
century places the North Greece cities in the center of political developments. The effort of
modernization of Ottoman Empire in combination with the first marks of collapse and hence the
claim of her territories from the newly established neighboring Balkan states. These facts
changed soundly the wider geographic region of Macedonia. Contrary to the previous period
at which the religion constituted the main discreet characteristic and the base of groupings,

during the 19th century the national identity begun to influence the life of residents.

The effort of creating national conscience in the 19th century intensifies the insecurity
and the social unrest in the North Greece cities. The role of Macedonia, in the passage from
central Europe in the Aegean and the combination of central place and productive dynamism,
but also the multinational living together of populations, created the conditions so the
Macedonia land to be disputed from a lot of nationalities. This period was experienced from the
residents of Macedonia as an undeclared war for the conquest of souls and beliefs. In 1912 the
new borders are engraved, breaking away the cities of Northern Greece from their traditional

hinterland.

In this frame I examine the case of two cities, Monastery or Bitola, a city of Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, and Florina, a Greek city. In the first part of this paper I
present “pictures” of the common life and the multinational and the multinational living together
with accent in the organization of cities. In the second part I examine the repercussions for the
city of Florina the passage in the Greek state. The effort of modernization, “Westernization” as
well as Hellenization from the Greek State, and their repercussions so much in the cities what in

the residents’ life.
